



Rescuer: a person who helps or saves others from harm or injustice

Example from Night: US liberators and Allied forces, Elie (when he helped his dad try to survive), Elie’s dad (when he helped his son survive)
Victim: a person who is harmed; someone who suffers injustice

Example from Night: European Jews, prisoners, children, elderly, Polish people, people with disabilities, gay people, 12 million killed, Elie, Elie’s family and community 
Bystander: a person who watches injustice happen, but doesn’t do anything about it

Example from Night: countries/governments that didn’t help, some German citizens, Kapos, people who watched Mrs. Shachter get hit, Elie (when he watched his dad get beaten)
Perpetrator:  a person who commits injustice; the person who does the harm

Example from Night: Hitler and his followers, Nazi soldiers, prisoners who hurt Elie’s dad, Kapos who beat the prisoners
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
